Rajasthan is pioneer in the nation in digitizing Praveshotsav initiative.

It is a tool replaces the conventional method of manually registering children in a
register.

Offering a streamlined process that significantly reduces time consumption and
by eliminating manual data entry

Minimizes the error rate associated with traditional methods, ensuring greater
accuracy in the information collected.

Collects and inputs details of out-of-school children (OOSC).
Transforms education data collection, empowers teachers, enhances efficiency.



Last year learning

The Digital Praveshotsav application offers several compelling reasons for its adoption
as follows:

* |t seamlessly integrates with Shala Darpan via API, ensuring smooth data
synchronization and facilitating enrollment processes.

* This integration enhances efficiency by enabling the seamless transfer of information
between platforms, thereby streamlining administrative tasks.

* 208000+ out-of-school children identified (200000+ via application; 8000+ via Shala
Darpan web) in 2023-24 from 17712 out of 42007 villages™ (<43% villages covered).

* Highest identification of OOSC in recent years.
* Only 32000+ enrolled (3 to 18 years) till January 2024 in government schools.

Features

Manual survey

Digital Survey

Time

Requires filling up of physical forms and is therefore time
consuming and prone to error.

Requires typing and uploading on a mobile app therefore, great
reduction in time taken and marginal error.

Data monitoring

Physical forms filled up by surveyors are then typed and
uploaded. Hence, access to data is heavily delayed.

Data is available at the block, district and state level in real time.
This allows monitoring by the district administration and also utilize
manpower more effectively.

Identification

00SCs identified is subject to the interest level of the surveyor.

Due to minimum time taken in uploading data and GPS locations of
the surveyors in real time, the number of identification of O0SCs
will be much higher.

Verifiable

Since there is regular delay in submission of data and there after
obtaining the data by the officials, it has been very hard to verify
the data obtained with the reality on the ground,

Due to saving of time in typing and uploading, the intervention, if
any, by the district administration can be done immediately.

Community
Mobilization

Due to the time consuming process of identifying, filling up forms,
uploading and verifying, there was no time to engage with the
community with an attempt to bring them on board to educate
their children, especially girls.

Due to the speedy steps involved of identifying, typing, uploading
and verifying, it leaves the teachers with additional time to mobilize
the community and bring about a change in their mindset towards
education.

Effort

Due to inability to complete exhausting identification and
enrolment (due to paucity of time) every successive academic
year requires the process to start from scratch.

The time saving methodology of this project reduces the time taken
in successive academic years by more than 75% as in every
successive year, only the new eligible children need to be added.
