G.S.R.05 .-In exercise of the powers conferred by section 38 of the Right of Children

to Free and Compulsory Education Act, 2009 (Central Act No.35 of 2009), the State

Government hereby makes the following rules further to amend the Rajasthan Right of
Children to Free and Compulsory Education Rules, 2011, namely:-

1. Short title and commencement.- (1) These rules may be called the Rajasthan Right
of Children to Free and Compulsory Education (Amendment) Rules, 2026.

(2) They shall come into force with effect from 01.04.2026.

2. Amendment of rule 13A.- The existing sub-rule (3) of rule 13-A of the Rajasthan
Right to Children to Free and Compulsory Education Rules, 2011 shall be substituted by the
following, namely:-

“(3) After supplementary examination referred to in sub-rule (2), child of class fifth and
class eighth shall be held back, if he/she does not pass in all subjects in supplementary
examination."
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
